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A message from Allen C. Allen, BBA Area Minister . . . On Trust

I had a neighbor who made his living as a vendor for a product called “WD 40.” He provided me with an end-
less supply of the stuff. For those of you who don’t know about the product it is a highly effective lubricant that
reduces friction, repels moisture and prevents rust. For those of you who have used the product, you know
well its near miraculous qualities. Squeaking hinges, rusted bolts, stubborn locks, all work again with just a
little spritz of this oil.

WD 40 comes to my mind when | think about how trust works in relationships. Without pushing the analogy
too far, healthy, functional relationships depend on trust. In fact, the absence of mutual trust guarantees rela-
tional dysfunction and failure. It doesn’t matter what the relationship may be, government and citizen, bank
and customer, employee and employer, husband and wife, pastor and congregation, congregation and denomi-
nation only function in a healthy, productive way when trust is present. There is no puzzle about the presence
of trust in a relationship, you know when you have it and you know when you don’t. When trust exists in a re-
lationship almost everything else is easier and more comfortable. When trust is missing almost everything else
is difficult and uncomfortable.

Unfortunately, trust doesn’t come in a spray can. Trust must be intentionally sought and nurtured. It is a
mutually owned relational bond that makes relationships work.

In a dissertation entitled “A Construct of Trust” Dr. Duane C. Tway, Jr. defined trust as “the state of readiness
for unguarded interaction with someone or something...” He observes that in order to build trust there must be
a capacity for trusting, a perception of competence and a perception of good intention.

That is to say trust requires an aspiration to take the risk of believing the good will and intentions of the other.
It is a step of faith between two parties.

As Disciples of Christ we are practiced in the relational art of trusting God. In the practice of the faith we
would benefit from crafting and nurturing a trusting relationship with each other. Trust quiets the squeaking
hinges, loosens the rusty bolts and frees the stubborn locks.
