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A message from Allen C. Allen, BBA Area Minister . . .
. . . Powerful Remembrance

This Easter the power of the Resurrection engaged my soul in a new way.
Maybe it is aging, or maybe it is a lingering memory of a recent spiritual re-
treat, or maybe it is simply Grace. In any case my spirit was especially
uplifted. Today my devotional book included at excerpt from Visions of a
World Hungry by Thomas G. Pettepiece. He gives an account of being a po-
litical prisoner incarcerated on an Easter. Though imprisoned he and a
handful of Christians chose to have communion even though they had nei-
ther bread nor wine. In this account Pettepiece said to them, “We have no
bread or water to serve as wine, but we will act as though we do. This
meal in which we take part reminds us of the prison, the torture, the death
and final victory of the resurrection of Jesus Christ. The bread is the body
which he gave for humanity. The fact that we have none represents very
well the lack of bread in the hunger of so many millions of human beings.
The wine, which we don’t have today, is his blood and represents our
dream of a united humanity, of a just society, without differences of race or
class.”

He held out his empty hand to the first person on his right, and placed it
over his colleagues open hand, and the same with the others. “Take, eat,
this is my body which is given for you; do this in remembrance of me.” He
continues, “Afterward, all of us raised our hands to our mouths, receiving
the body of Christ in silence. “Take, drink, this is the blood of Christ which
was shed to seal the new covenant of God with men. Let us give thanks,
sure that Christ is here with us, strengthening us.” They gave thanks to
God, stood and embraced each other. A while later a non-Christian pris-
oner said, “You people have something special, which | would like to have.”

We do “have something special” don’t we? It is good, each day, to remem-
ber that “Christ is here with us to strengthen us.” May the blessings of
Easter be yours this day.
